Following comprehensive discussions on the UK’s climate and energy strategies as well as low-carbon models developed for the private sector, the meeting will proceed with information sharing on the policies and efforts concerning energy and climate change developed by the public and private sectors in Turkey.

Lord Hunt, the highest-ranking executive in the British government in charge of developing energy and climate change strategies is currently implementing activities on energy security, low-carbon and low-cost energy supply, low-carbon industry strategies, and new and renewable energy technologies.
