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TÜSIAD: Following the flood disaster, the problems need to be addressed in line with modern urban planning and local administration approaches
TÜSIAD made an announcement concerning the flood disaster in the Marmara Region. The announcement included the following comments:

“In light of currently available information, reports of 32 dead and 9 missing persons following the flood disaster in the Marmara Region are deeply saddening.

We would like to express our condolences to the families and loved ones of those who have lost their lives as well as to our whole nation. We hope that those missing will be found as soon as possible and that no one else will be harmed.

In addition to the lives lost, the flood disaster has undoubtedly caused significant material and economic damage. We expect that the wounds of the whole business world, tradesmen and workplaces be healed as soon as possible.

Following this disaster, TÜSIAD believes that the reasons causing this incident should be discussed within the scope of a broader plan and in line with modern urban planning and local administration approaches rather than in a superficial and populist manner in front of the public opinion. Solutions for Istanbul and other cities that bear significant risks, especially in terms of natural disasters such as earthquakes and floods, should be sought through a prospective and collective approach.

Taking into account these essential needs for our country, an open working platform on the risks of natural disasters needs to be established with the participation of the central government, local authorities and related NGOs.
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
