TÜSİAD to address climate change during talks in Ankara 
The international negotiations for action against climate change after 2012 are expected to be finalised in December 2009 in Copenhagen. TÜSIAD is working together with public organisations, NGOs, representatives of the industry and business world, and universities towards the aim of developing and implementing policies on climate change. Accordingly, the TÜSIAD delegation headed by Erdal Karamercan, Member of the Board of Directors of TÜSIAD and Chairman of the Industry, Services and Agriculture Committee, will hold talks on the 2nd of September (tomorrow) in Ankara.

The delegation will meet with Cevdet Yılmaz, Minister of State, Veysel Eroğlu, Minister of Environment and Forestry, Kemal Madenoğlu, Under-secretary of the State Planning Organisation, and H.E. Selim Kuneralp, Ambassador, Deputy Under-secretary of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs to exchange views concerning Turkey’s policies on climate change as well as TÜSIAD’s programmes and activities in this regard.
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
