TÜSIAD hosts Finnish delegation currently in Istanbul for the World Bank-IMF meetings

On 7 October 2009, Wednesday (tomorrow) TÜSIAD will be hosting the business delegation from the Confederation of Finnish Industries (EK), its counterpart organisation in Finland. During the meeting with the delegation that is currently in Turkey for the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund (IMF) meetings, the impact of the global crisis on global economy, Turkey’s EU process and economic relations between both countries will be discussed.
