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TÜSIAD to host Private Sector Liaison Officer (PSLO) meetings as part of the World Bank-IMF meetings

As part of the annual meetings of the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund (IMF) held in Turkey, during the week of 5-9 October TÜSIAD will be organising a series of PSLO (Private Sector Liaison Officer) meetings at TÜSIAD’s head office for around 40 professionals working in counterpart organisations.
